ASSESSMENT 3 - MICROTEACHING

Microteaching is the planning, presentation and evaluation of a lesson over a shortened period of time
(a 10-minute mini-lesson). It is a critical aspect of method as it provides students with the opportunity
to demonstrate key competencies that must be achieved before student teachers are permitted to
undertake Professional Experience 1, at the same time observing other student teachers and
engaging in peer review. It is recommended that students read widely on effective classroom
strategies and practise aspects of their mini-lesson with a small group of peers prior to assessment.

The assessment process will consist of the following two components:
1. A detailed lesson plan using the prescribed template, including a statement of expected
learning outcomes
2. A 10 minute mini-lesson

Initial Lesson Plan : All students must submit to the method lecturer their proposed lesson plan at
least one week prior to the presentation. If you are unsure of any aspect, please discuss your plan

with your lecturer after class in the previous week.

Microteaching: This will be assessed according to the
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Short Presentation to your class (not assessed)

Student ¢Short Presentations will occur in weeks 2, 3 and 4. Each student will be required to either
present a solution/explanation to a mathematical problem or present a short lesson about a
mathematical concept. The presentations are not to be lectures but should be seen as a segment from
a mathematics lesson, pitched at a Stage 4 or 5 student. Your peers will play the role of the class.
These presentations will not form part of your assessment for this course but will give you an opportunity
to practise skills such as eye contact, voice production and communication for your Microteaching. Your
lecturer and class will give you feedback about your level of skKill.
