HURDLE REQUIREMENT
FEEDBACK AND REPORTING

Assessment is the process of gathering evidence from a variety of sources about learning outcomes and being able to
use that information to improve learning and teaching. Evidence includes not only individual student work samples and
test results, but also more global data derived from standardized tests (e.g. NAPLAN, ICAS, HSC etc) as well as more
gualitative information generated from student self and peer evaluations, and student-parent conferences.

Feedback is a structured interaction with the student about their current learning: where they are, where they want and
/or need to be and how to get there. It may be in oral or written form and may be given by the teacher, by the student’s
peers or take the form of self-assessment. Feedback needs to indicate learning that has been demonstrated (achieved)
as well as what needs more work. For the feedback to also feed forward, comments need to provide students with
strategies to guide their improvement. Feedback /reporting to and for parents is also important as they are critical
stakeholders and partners in their children’s learning.

Moderation is a process used by teachers to compare their judgements about student performance so that assessment
is trustworthy. Teachers work together as a group to ensure that the way they use assessment grades is consistent with
agreed or published standards. For A to E grades this means the grade a student receives in one school can be fairly
compared to the same grade anywhere in NSW. For school-based tasks, it means the work of students in different
classes can be assessed using the same success criteria to evaluate progress toward learning outcomes. Watch the
series of seven videos to enhance your understanding and knowledge on how to make sound and consistent judgment
of student work.
