Summary of the Course

In this course, you will have an opportunity to build on or extend interests developed in your specialist



Rationale: This course is being offered to provide students with an opportunity to undertake an
independent supervised research project (equivalent to an honours thesis) in a specific area of their
specialisation in education. The course will also enable students to develop a deeper reflective approach
to education and demonstrate the ability to analyse, evaluate, synthesise and apply knowledge and skills
from earlier stages of their program.

Teaching strategies: You will work independently and have access to a project supervisor throughout
two consecutive terms. One-on-one meetings with supervisors may cover any issues relating to the
conduct of an independent research project in your area of specialisation, including a review of the
literature, the formulation of research questions, research design, ethical approval, research instruments,
data collection, data analyses, interpretation of data analyses, and the write up of research.
