This course provides you with upper-intermediate level tuition in Japanese language study. Following the
prerequisite 'Intermediate Japanese B', or equivalent, you continue to develop your intercultural
communication skills as well as learn new Japanese structures, expressions, and interaction strategies.
You will expand your vocabulary by learning 200 kanji. Current socio-cultural issues in Japan are the
thematic focus of the course.

New structures/grammars are
also explained. Students proactively participate in practices of new expressions, vocabularies, and Kanji
and interact with fellow students at the lectures.
