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substance use contained in their lives. Young people’s gains were not made consistently, and participants 
described substance use and other life crises alongside them.  

 

How we did the research 
 
We followed a cohort of 38 young people in NSW, ACT and Victoria for one year, interviewing them while in 
residential AOD services, and then again at six and twelve months after leaving treatment. We conducted
