Drawing on global and European experience in regulating tobacco and alcohol, the
5th ALICE RAP Policy Paper makes the case for why current prohibitionist
approaches need to be changed and how legal regulatory cannabis policies can be
crafted that protect public health, wealth and well-being.

Report based on the bringing together of more than 300 civil servants, specialists
from the private sector and international organizations, academics, and social and
political leaders who contributed with their opinions and experience on the drug
problem in the Americas to formulate four broad points of consensus to progress
drug policy:

1. The drug problem needs to be addressed from a public health perspective.

2. Judicial reforms must be enacted to provide alternatives to incarceration.

3. Transnational organized crime is a major player in the drug problem.

This book examines current models of cannabis legalisation
internationally and looks at what lessons from the successes and
failures in the regulation of other substances (such as alcohol
and tobacco) can be translated to cannabis markets.
