Program compulsory

Students must complete 24UOC (4 courses) of Level 2 Actuarial Studies Core Courses. Students may replace ACTL2131 with the two courses
MATH2901 Higher Theory of Statistics and MATH2931 Higher Linear Models. If students make this replacement, MATH2901 will count towards
ACTL2131, and MATH2931 will be counted towards a major where this course is required or as a free elective.

Level 3 Actuarial Studies

Students must complete 24UOC (4 courses) of Actuarial Studies Level 3 Core Courses.

Elective
