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Students who successfully complete the first two years of the 1U Bachelor of Business Administration transfer
program and apply to the Bachelor of Commerce at UNSW Business School, are eligible for up to48 Units of Credit
(UoC)/8 courses of transfer credit.

To be eligible for transfer credit, students must achieve a minimum CGPA of 70 out of 100 in the first two years at
IU, and satisfy English Language proficiency requirements for admission to UNSW by providing an Academic IELTS
test result with a minimum of 6.5 overall and no subtest below 6.0.
