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3. Strategies and approaches to learning 

3.1 Learning and teaching activities 

To achieve the learning outcomes outlined above, you will need to attend bi-weekly lectures and 

weekly tutorials. Attendance is compulsory. Slides presented in the lectures will be made available 

after the lectures. Lectures will be taped, and recordings will be available via Echo 360. 

The weekly two-hour tutorials will contain oral presentations of the tutorial readings for the week, 

followed by discussion of the readings and related issues. In addition, for many of the tutorials, you 

will watch a video of a case example of a client with the disorder being discussed in class that week. 

The tutorial presentation and class discussion are designed to assess Learning Outcome 7. 

The prescribed textbook also provides a source of information and examples. The tutorials and the 

textbook will also assist you in fully achieving Learning Outcome 1 through 6, which require you to 

develop openness and a questioning attitude. 

The written essay will provide you with an opportunity to test your understanding of Learning 

Outcomes 3 through 5, and is also designed to assess Learning Outcome 7. 

The mid-session test will provide you with an opportunity to test your understanding of Learning 

Outcomes 1 and 2. The final exam is designed to assess Learning Outcomes 1 through 6.  

The Lecture Discussion Forum provides students with an opportunity to question and clarify the 

concepts and ideas mentioned in the lectures. Students are strongly encouraged to engage with this
